REPORT ON MAJ. KUMAR SHIVAM’S MOTIVATIONAL TALK

On 16th October2024, Maj. Kumar Shivam from 15 Guards, delivered an inspiring motivational talk to
students and faculty. As a seasoned officer of the Indian Army, Maj. Shivam provided an in-depth
insight into the life, values, and opportunities associated with a career in the Army. He talked to
students about feeder schools, including Sainik Schools and Rashtriya Military Schools, to inspire and
guide them in their personal development.

He also discussed
the admission process for classes 6 and 9" in Sainik Schools and RMS, guiding students about the
eligibility and preparation needed. Students actively engaged in the Q&A session, asking about life in
the armed forces, preparation tips for entrance exams, and the challenges faced in military careers.
The resource person answered all questions with enthusiasm, sharing inspiring anecdotes from his
regiment.
